ANCIENTNUBIA
An expedition along the Nile Valley amongst temples,
pyramids and Nubian villages. This trip in the Northern
Regionof Sudan, the AncientNubia, is like a journeyin time.
The desert environment and the communicationdifficulties
have createda geographical-cultural isolation that allow the
travelersto get to know an untouchedreality, not only from
tourists, but also from any kind of western influence. The
encounterswith the local people is of mutual curiosity and
the extraordinary welcoming feeling of the Nubian people
allow the travelers to experiencemany spontaneousand
interesting contacts with families who live in very nice
villages,amongstsanddunesand palm oasesalongthe Nile
Riverup to the 4th cataract. Crossingthe desertsamongstthe
BigNile Bendsthere areeverchangingnaturalarid scenarios:
from dunes, to volcaniccraters, to brown sandstonerocks
eroded into unusual shapes, to the round grey, granite
boulders. But this expeditionalsofocuseson the unexpected
archaeologicalsites that will be appreciatedwithout large
numbersof tourists.
